The Center administers the certification test on Russian State TORFL System and the Russian citizenship test; if it is necessary, prepares foreign nationals for testing, including distance learning, as well as conducts workshops and refresher courses for Russian as a Foreign Language teachers and testers.
State-recognized certificate, issued by the Center, is legalized by the seal of Lomonosov Moscow State University – acknowledged leader of Russian education, institute of worldwide reputation. The Foreign Nationals Training and Testing Centre is the only organization in Lomonosov Moscow State University which is licensed to issue state-recognized ‘TRKI’ – TORFL certificates.

as well as 4 levels of Russian language for business communication proficiency.
The Center offers you programmes for training on all levels of Russian as a Foreign Language proficiency and Russian language for business communication proficiency. Duration of programmes can vary from 1 to 10 months, they can be full-time and distance, with the state-recognized certificate, issued by testing results. Persons interested can take a pilot test and get advice.
